Directions: Write a hypothesis for the following questions.  In the questions underline the independent variable and circle the dependent variable.
Hints: 

· Write your hypothesis as a prediction that will answer the question and, if possible, give a reason to explain why you think that will happen.

· Make sure the hyothesis is testable.
· Make sure the hypothesis is written as an “If…Then…”statement. 

· Do not use the words it, best, or better in your hypothesis!

· Choose one of the items you are changing and be clear on how it will compare with the other choices.

· Use words like tallest, shortest, longest, quickest, more than, less than, strongest, fastest, most, least, lowest, and farthest. Do you see a pattern here?  Hint….ends in “est” most of the time

Example

Question: How does the type of liquid (water, milk, or orange juice) given to a plant affect how tall the plant will grow?
